Letter From The Registrar

Dear Southside Youth Soccer league Family,

This "Registration Dedicated" newsletter may clue you in to the changes that the 2005-2006 soccer season holds. These family friendly changes
will be outlined in this newsletter.

First, a bit about what we as Registrars, do for Southside Youth Soccer league. The league Registrar is ultimately responsible for correctly register-
ing all recreational and competitive (club) players with Florida Youth Soccer Association (FYSA). This registration is done via an electronic upload
which involves entering each player and their demographic information individually.

"Registration" also includes scheduling, hosting and recruiting volunteers for all walk in registrations, equitably assigning U6 or micro players to
teams, preparing player paperwork for and overseeing the Gulfcoast Youth Soccer Association (GYSA) blind player draft. As league Registrars we
are also the liaison between Southside Youth Soccer league and the Florida Youth Soccer Association (FYSA) District Commissioner. Therefore,
the Registrar is responsible for initiating all paperwork regarding player information and for team roster changes.

The process of registering our players electronically has greatly simplified our workload. The addition of our new online registration for returning
players, via Active.com, will not only add to that simplification, but will also reduce the number of data entry errors. Whatever information you, the
parent, enter in Active.com will go directly to Florida Youth Soccer Association. Online registration will also save you the hassle of dealing with
walk-in registrations. You will be able to register your player or players ANYTIME, day or night!!! Please encourage all families with returning play-
ers to take advantage of our Active.com online registration.

At Southside Youth Soccer league, the Registrar is also a board member position. We attend monthly board meetings to stay abreast of all league
issues. We are also able to keep other board members up to date on any changes or new information regarding registration or player issues. As
board members we also try and assist with as many other areas of the league as we can. The Southside Youth Soccer league board members are
professionals at multi-tasking. Every member of the SYSL board is a volunteer and always willing to help out in any area. Our ultimate goal as
board members and fellow parents is for EVERY player to have a positive and fun soccer experience.

We consider it an honor to work with all the families of SYSL. Without your players and continued support; our league would not exist. Thank you
for your continued support and trust We look forward to a great season of soccer.

2. A major credit card is required for payment. A multi child discount will automatically be avail-
able at Active.com, but you must register ALL your family members at the same time, from oldest to
youngest.

3. A City of St. Petersburg City ID card is required to complete the online registration process.
Please contact your local City of St. Petersburg recreation center for more information on renewing
your players' card for 2005-2006. YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO COMPLETE YOUR ONLINE
REGISTRATION WITHOUT THIS ID CARD!

Now that you have everything you need to complete the online registration, go to our league website,
www.southsidesoccer.net. You will find a prominent link to Active.com that will take you directly to
your Southside Youth Soccer League player registration page.

2005-2006 Registration

City of St. Petersburg Resident ID cards are still required! These cards must be renewed or ob-
tained at any City recreation center. Please contact your local recreation center for more information.
We WILL NOT be offering City ID cards at walk in registrations this season. Please have cards
ready before registration. Registrations WILL NOT be accepted without the City ID card.

New Fees for 2005-2006: Due to an overall increase in uniform costs, city field rental fees, referee
fees and vandalism at the fields, Southside Youth Soccer League has been forced to marginally in-
crease our registration fees. After extensive research, Southside’s fees are still below the average reg-
istration fee at other Region C leagues.

Fees for U6 to U10 - $80.00
Fees for UI2 to U19 - $100.00

Multi Child Family Discount: The Multi Child Family Discount will automatically reduce the price
of registration, by 50%, for players entered after the second player. All players must reside at the same
address and be registered at the same time.

This meeting is required for all parents registering play-
ers to Southside Youth Soccer League. If you do not attend this meeting, you will not receive your
child's team roster until you are contacted by a coach. New concession schedules, practice/ field rules
and volunteer requirements will also be discussed and distributed at this meeting. DO NOT PHONE
THE LEAGUE REGISTRAR OR ANY OTHER BOARD MEMBER FOR TEAM, COACH OR
PRACTICE INFORMATION

Refund Information: Full refunds will only be offered before 9/11/05 or if Southside Youth Soccer
League has an insufficient number of players to form a team. After 9/11/05, all requests for refunds
must be presented to the Southside Youth Soccer League Registrar. A $20.00 administration fee will
be withheld from any refund approved by the Southside Youth Soccer League Board of Directors.

Returned checks: There will be a $30.00 fee imposed on all returned checks.

Late Registration: Registrations after 9/1/05 will be assessed a $20.00 late fee and returning player
registration MUST be completed online at Active.com. Registrations after 9/1/05 may be placed on a
wait list. Registrations after 9/12/05 will be done at the discretion of the league Registrar and will
also be assessed a $20.00 late fee.
