Refund Information: Full refunds will only be offered before
9/15/07 or if Southside Youth Soccer League has an insufficient
number of players to form a team. After 9/15/07, all requests for
refunds must be presented to the Southside Youth Soccer
League Registrar. A $20.00 administration fee will be withheld
from any refund approved by the Southside Youth Soccer
League Board of Directors.
